C1.1. The TV Series Project: "Friends"
This year you need to follow this series from episode 1, season 1 (1x1) on but each month you will have to work on one of the episodes, which means, watch it as many times as possible, so you can improve your English at the conversational level. However, we will exploit this material to work on the four skills + Language Awareness, Communicative Strategies and Sociocultural Knowledge.
Writing: 

· Start a log to keep track of your everyday work on this project. 
· Start the notebook section for Useful Language, e.g. "Useful Language: Friends 1x1" and after you've worked for some time on one episode, write down your favorite lines, whether short or long or even whole narratives (like Rachel's monolog at Central Perk). 

· Relate selected language to your List of Mistakes, so you can train to overcome fossilized mistakes by reading those out visualizing language
( Hand in a copy of each of the three kinds of texts at the end of the month
Listening > Reading Aloud > Listening-n-Repeating > ... ultimately Speaking:

Outside the classroom...

· You can watch the episodes as you like, one after the other or watching one several times a week, but you need to pick one to work on it more thoroughly

· You can't use subtitles

· You can watch it in Spanish (best option) or using subtitles in English or Spanish (worse option for developing your ability to understand spoken English) ONLY AFTER you have watched it at least TWO or THREE TIMES.

· Procedure. Pick an episode in a small group and start working on it at home:

· L + L + L

· L + Read in silence underlining words you need to learn to pronounce
· L + Read Aloud each line (stop the machine)

· Say out the lines you jotted down in your notebook (UL)

In class... In small groups &/or at plenary...
· Share your UL

· We'll review language questions as you all share UL
· Book a date for a Dramatized Reading. Each group will choose a different episode

Follow-up. Teamwork. Creative Writing / Acting (Speaking)
· In small groups prepare a skit (performance) or adapt a scene where you hold a conversation using some of the lines you worked on.

· Book a date for your performance! 
· Ask for classroom time for your final rehearsal
Follow-up. Personal Work

· Timed Oral Presentation: 

· a standard review of Friends / a personal review of Friends
· a personal commentary/anecdote/story on Friends
· Timed Writing Assignment: 

· a review of your favorite episode of Friends
· You need to review How to write a Review

· Compare reviews to an encyclopedia entry (Friends, the sitcom)
